Him’. This time when I got out, I did something different. I went to church & surrounded myself with Christians. I went 

to classes at church; avoided old hang outs; got Christian counseling; listened to worship music

   God wants to love you too. He wants to make life better for you. He is REAL.  
   We were on the streets fighting to find things to make us feel better. Why not seek God and 
find the good things that are real - to make us feel better? He loves you and He is the only one 
who can change things for your good! 
Weren’t we on the streets looking for something to make us feel better? I know I was. I want 
you to know - Jesus PAID THE PRICE & He loves you!! He is the only one who can change you! 
   If you are reading this from jail…I want you to know how much He loves you! Surrender is 
not a word we like on the streets…but it is my middle name now. I hope that you hear the 
Word and choose to surrender your whole life to Him.  

   If you are someone reading this at home & have a loved one in jail…just know, it is God’s Hotel. Pray for them. He 
hears all your prayers!  Your loved one is not ‘missing in action’, your loved one is just ‘checked-in at God’s Hotel’.  
   If you are someone reading this & God is pulling on your heart strings…get involved!!
